1. Only courses in which students earn a B- or better will count towards subject matter competency for 
admission to a California teacher credential program. Students who earn lower grades in any of the courses 
required for their major will need to take and pass all 4 parts of the California Subject Examination for 
Teachers (CSET) in English to establish subject matter competency.
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
